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The Census Bureau has re-
vealed that the stork has been much busier in
this war than in World War 1. For every
soldier and sailor killed in this war, six war
babies have been born, in- additicn to the num-
ber that would normally have been expected in
prewar birth. Furloughs and allotments are
given as reasons for the healthy birih rate.
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
